For those of you who are new to the UC, this process was developed to identify
students who are having academic difficulty. Since faculty often do not have time to
intervene with each student’s problem, instructors can refer the student to UC adyvi-
sors. We will then con-tact the student individually and assist with solutions to the
problem.

If you are concerned about a student in your class:

Go to our website (www.SDUniversityCenter.org) and click on the Academics tab,
choose Faculty from the left column, click on Policies and Procedures and then finally
choose Early Alert. You will then be prompted to type in a password (facsdpurc).
There you will be able to fill out a form identifying the student and reason(s) you are
referring the student to us. We also ask for any suggestions on what you believe might
be an appropriate intervention to help the student.

Please note that all of your courses are eligible for the Early Alert program, not just
the lower level courses.
