Click here to file an Early Alert. You will be prompted to type in a password: facsdpurc. 

 

Please fill out the form and  identify the student and the reason(s) you are referring the student to 

us. We also ask for suggestions on what you believe might be an appropriate intervention to help 

the student.  

 

Please remember that at UC, ALL courses are available for Early Alerts, not just the lower level 

courses.
